WHEREAS, the Council of the City of Norwich viewed an informational presentation by
Mohegan Park Improvement and Development Advisory Committee on November 19, 2018
relative to the installation of a 9-hole disc golf course in Mohegan Park proposed to be
located on a site off Wilderness Road; and
