WHEREAS, the City of Norwich, through the Norwich Community Development Corporation, a municipal
development agency, is engaged in the development of 384 acre of industrially zoned land for uses including
an offshore wind and advanced & green manufacturing, known as Business Park North; and

WHEREAS, the City of Norwich, in connection with the development of Business Park North, seeks to
improve the ramps at the Exit 18 interchange from Interstate Route 395 which connects key transportation
corridors, promotes economic development and wellbeing for its residents including underserved
