SCHEDULE A

Since | introduced my proposed budget for 2009-10, some new information has come to
light which should help fund some capital requests. Assistant City Manager Jennifer
Gottlieb is requesting to use $155,000 of the US Department of Energy’s Energy
Efficiency Block Grant towards the replacement of the HVAC system for the City Hall
Annex at 23 Union Street. We included $200,000 for this project on page 194 of the
proposed budget as part of the Capital Budget.

I recommend that we reduce this $200,000 allocation by $155,000 to $45,000 and use the
$155,000 for the following purposes:

Fire Department Turnout Gear — Add $80,000 to the $63,000 budgeted on page
195 for a total of $143,000. This line item will be expanded to cover the Fire
Equipment Inventory project, which is expected to cost around $17,000, and
turnout gear needs for all of the paid and volunteer fire companies. | recommend
leaving the distribution of the roughly $126,000 available for turnout gear up to
the six fire chiefs.

Greeneville Fire Station Masonry Repair — Add $75,000. This money will be used
to pay for masonry repairs to the rear wall of the Greeneville Fire Station. The
other walls were repaired with prior CDBG allocations, but there wasn’t enough
funding to repair the whole station.
